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4 boneless/skinless frozen Chicken Breasts

1 box Rice-A-Roni Rice Pilaf

Season (to your taste, I like to use my homemade season salt) and 
brown frozen chicken breasts in large skillet.  Remove from skillet and prepare the Rice Pilaf according to 
package directions.  After adding water to rice, put chicken back in pan and cover.  Cook 20 minutes.  The 
chicken finishes cooking while the rice cooks.
